


JUDGES' PROFILES
PAUL & MARIA HARDING - PRINGHAM  Paul and Maria bred their first litter in 1979 and stil
continue to breed and show campaigning two home bred bulldogs to Champion status last year CH
Pringham Paris and CH Pringham Bit of Posh and a home bred Akita to Champion status the year
before CH Pringham Afro Man. Paul and Maria have had champions in three different breeds and
are international judges as far away as South Africa New Zealand also extensively all over Europe.
Paul passed to award CC in ten breeds across the working and utility and Maria two in the utility
group.
BRIAN LIMPUS - KARIDELL Brian started judging in 1987. He has owned and breed Irish Setter
since 1979, he has breed and made up show champions and numerous stud book winners. He has
served on Plymouth and District Canine Society as a committee member and at present chairman,
since 1981. He is also chief steward at Paignton championship. He also used to show Cardigan
Corgis, he breed one litter with eight puppies producing five champions. Brian awards C.Cs in Irish
Setters, Cockers Spaniels cac/caci,s and green stars in both breeds. He has judged in Belgium and
Sweden, has judged gundog groups and best in show at open show level on numerous occasions.
PAMELA MOTTERSHAW - ELANGENI Pamela was involved with dogs as a teenager, whilst living
in Yorkshire; her first breed being Pembroke Corgis. After moving to South Africa and subsequently
to Jersey she began showing Whippets, Greyhounds, Salukis and Afghan Hounds.
Pamela has judged extensively in UK covering all Hound breeds, most gundog and terrier breeds, all
Groups and BIS at Open shows. At Ch Shows Pamela has judged in Ireland, New Zealand and
Australia and in Malta judged all breeds and BIS. She has judged the Hound Group at
Championship Shows in South Africa several times and judged at the Swedish Sighthound Club Ch
Show in 2009. Pamela awards CCs in four Hound breeds (Afghan Hounds, Salukis, Pharaoh
Hounds, Rhodesian Ridgebacks).
Pamela is enrolled on the Hound Association Group Judges Development Programme. She has
served as a Committee member and Secretary of The Kennel Club of Jersey for several years and
as such was actively involved in the administration and organisation of that Club. Pamela is also a
Member of The Kennel Club in London.
ELIZABETH SMITH - PATRELA Elizabeth Smith was born in Surrey where her great grandmother
worked as a puppy trainer. This began her lifelong interest in and love of dogs, especially
Pekingese, but did not own one until 40 years later. Her introduction to breeding and the show
world was with Cavalier King Charles Spaniels under the 'Patrela’ affix. In 1988 a German Shepherd
added a new dimension to her interest and knowledge.
Her judging career commenced in 1986 when she judged Pekingese for the first time. She now
awards Challenge Certificates in the breed.
In recent years she has judged various toy breeds and the toy group on 3 occasions as well as
Cocker Spaniels. GSD's, Miniature Schnauzers and a pastoral group.
Elizabeth serves on breed club committees for Pekingese and Yorkshire Terriers.
She enjoys judging ring craft matches and has been a guest trainer at a local ring craft class.
She has organised two toy dog seminars and has successfully gained ‘hands on' certificates in Pugs
and German Shepherds.
SUE GARNER - AIVLYS Her first Judging appointment was PMD's in 1974 and she gave her first
CC in the breed in 1979. She gives CC's in the following breeds: Pyrenean Mountain Dogs (1979)
Newfoundland's (1988) St Bernard's (2000) Tibetan Terriers (2003) Bouvier Des Flandres (2003)
Old English Sheepdogs (2005) Bernese Mountain Dogs (2006) & The Working Group
At Crufts, she judged PMDs in 1991, Tibetan Mastiffs in 2001 and Newfoundlands in 2006.
She has judged most of the breeds in the Pastoral and Working groups, also some of the Utility
Group.
RICHARD MORRIS - LASCOED Richard started with Labrador Retrievers in 1969, Welsh
Springers were added in 1975. In the 1970's the "Lascoed" kennel produced many winning dogs and
Richard also worked as kennel manager for the "Wendover" kennels of lrish Setters handling some
top class champions. He started judging in 1979, first awarded CC's in 1989 and has to date judged
over 4,000 gundogs "hands-on” He has judged almost 500 Golden Retrievers, is on the B list of
seven breed clubs and has a future breed club show appointment. In 2007 he hosted the Golden
Retriever Inter-club working test on his farm at Abergavenny.
BARBARA B. RODERICK - BARTERHOUND Barbara registered her affix back in 1969 when
starting to breed and show Beagles since when there have been both UK and Overseas Champions
being bred. Border Terriers soon joined the pack and have been shown over the past 35 years
again with success winning both CC & RCC awards.
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DEFINITIONS OF CLASSES

In the following definitions, a Challenge Certificate includes any Show award that counts towards the title of Champion
under the Rules of any governing body recognised by the Kennel Club. Wins at Championship Shows in breed
classes where Challenge Certificates are not on offer shall be-counted as wins at Open Shows. In the case of a dog
owned in partnership and entered in Members' classes or competing for Members’ Specials each partner must at the
time of entry be a member of the Society.

In estimating the number of awards won, all wins up to and including the seventh day before the date of closing of entries
shall be counted when entering for any class i.e. Monday 15th February 2010. Wins in Variety classes do not count
for entry in Breed classes but when entering for Variety classes, wins in both Breed and Variety classes must be
counted. A first prize does not include a Special Prize of whatever value. A dog is not eligible for entry in Variety
classes unless also entered and subsequently exhibited in a Breed class where such a class is provided for which it is
eligible. Exemptions from this Regulation are:- 1) A puppy, unless a class for dogs under twelve months of age for
which it is eligible is provided for the breed. 2) A dog in Any Variety Veteran class. 3) A dog entered in Any Variety
Field Trial or Working Trial Class. (4) As provided in Kennel Club Definitions of classes. (5) A dog which is
withdrawn from exhibition in breed classes as a result of the appointment of an emergency judge.

1f an exhibitor reports before the judging of a class or classes that a dog has been entered which is ineligible, the exhibitor
may choose one of the following options:- (1) Withdrawal The dog may be withdrawn from competition subject to the
conditions of Regulations 9() & 20. (2) Transfer a) If a dog is ineligible for a class or classes as regards its
breed,colour,sex,weight or height the Show Secretary shall transfer it to the equivalent class or classes for the correct
breed,colour,sex, weight or height and, in the event of there being no equivalent class, Minor Puppy and Puppy
excepted to the Open class for the correct breed, colour,sex, weight or height. b) If an exhibit is entered incorrectly in
a Minor Puppy class, Puppy class or Junior class, which is over age but under 12 calendar months of age, 18
calendar months of age or 24 calendar months of age respectively, the Show secretary shall transfer the exhibit to the
Puppy class, Junior class or Yearling class respectively for the correct colour, sex, weight or height and in the event of
there being no Puppy, Junior or Yearling class to the Open class for the correct colour, sex, weight or height.  c)For
any reason other than the above,the Show Secretary shall transfer it to the Open class for the corred breed, colour,
sex, weight or height.

If an exhibit arrives iate and misses a class, even if it is the only class in which the dog is entered, the dog may not be
transferred to any other class.

MINOR PUPPY For dogs of six and not exceeding nine calendar months of age on the day of the Show.

PUPPY For dogs of six and not exceeding twelve calendar months of age on the day of the Show.

JUNIOR For dogs of six and not exceeding eighteen calendar months of age on the day of the Show.

SPECIAL YEARLING For dogs of six and not exceeding twenty four calendar months of age on the first day of the Show.
NOVICE For dogs which have not won a Challenge Certificate or three or more First Prizes at Open and Champianship
Shows (Minor Puppy, Special Minor Puppy, Puppy and Special Puppy classes excepted, whether restrictedor not.)
GRADUATE For dogs which have not won a Challenge Certificate or four or more First Prizes at Championship Shows in

Graduate, Post Graduate, Minor Limit, Mid Limit, Limit and Open classes, whether restricted or not.

POST GRADUATE For dogs which have not won a Challenge Certificate or five or more First Prizes at Championship
Shows in Post Graduate, Minor Limit, Mid Limit, Limit and Open classes, whether restricted or not.

LIMIT For dogs which have not become show Champions under Kennel Club Regulations or under the rules of any
governing body recognised by the Kennel Club or won 7 or more First Prizes in all at Championship Shows in Limit
and Open Classes confined to the Breed, whether restricted or not at Shows where Challenge Certificaks were
offered for the breed.

OPEN For all dogs of the breeds for which the class is provided and eligible for entry at the Show.

VETERANFor dogs of not less than seven years of age on the first day of the Show.

ANY VARIETY NOT SEPARATELY CLASSIFIEDFor breeds of dog for which no separate breed classes are

scheduled.

JUNIOR/ADULT HANDLING A class to be judged on handling, open to all dogs; the entry being restricted by the age of
the handler in each class

RULES & REGULATIONS
1. The Show will open at 8.00am

2. Dogs will be received at any time but it 1s the exhibitor's responsibility to ensure that exhibits are available for judging
when required.

3. Judging will commence at 9am

4. Exhibits may be removed from the Show after their judging has been completed. The Show closes half an hour after all
judging has been completed.

5. The use of cooking stoves in the proximity of the tenting and benching areas is forbidden except as authorised by the
Show Management.

6. Entry Fees: £6 per dog per first class. £1.50 per dog per subsequent class with same dog. Not for Competition: £1.00.
Handling £1.00 per entry. Catalogues. £3 ordered with entries. Membership: £2 single, £3 joint, £1 Junior.

Barbara ran a successful boarding kennels for many years which also had a busy grooming parlour
and this raised further interest in other breeds which have been owned bred and shown, namely
Min.W.H. Dachs and an Airedale. Terrier.

First awarding CC's in Beagles in November 1980 in the U.K. with many overseas appointments
including judging in Australia, New Zealand, Belgium, Denmark and Germany. Barbara judged
Beagles at Crufts in 2005 and really thrilled to see her BOB take the Hound Group.

Barbara and her husband Peter have been members of The Southern Border Terrier Club since
1982, interest being raised in the mid 70s when the club held their open shows in conjunction with
Bucks Canine Society show, both the Roderick's being Bucks Canine Society committee members at
the time.

TONY LEY - FORTIFER Tony Ley is known for the Fortifer Bull Terriers. He lives in the south
west and has owned Bull Terriers for 9 years. He has been showing for 8 years and has three
entries in the stud book with three dogs he has owned, two of which he bred. He has one dog on
two CC's and two others on RCC's. He has judged Buli Terriers, Mini Bull Terriers, Borders, Cairns,
West Highland Whites, Fox Terrier and Staffordshire Bull Teriers. He has a ‘hands on' interest in
Mastiffs and has judged Leonbergers.

PAULINE BATTEN-JONES - PAULHAYS  Pauline was given her first sheltie in 1974 and started
off in obedience and then progressed to showing and breeding, She has had some good fun with
her shelties qualifying for Crufts most times.

“In 1995 she took up spinning dogs hair and has appeared on TV on four occasions with her dogs

demonstrating her work.

She is now a Championship Show Judge and as well as judging in this country has done so in
Finland, Sweden, Norway, Holland and Austria, during which time she made many friends.

HEATHER WATKINS - NINEGLENS  Heather was first introduced to the breed when her mother
brought her first rottweiler and fell in love with the breed. She first started showing in 1997 with her
mother's Rottweiler and had surprisingly good results for a novice. This started the showing bug for
her and therefore decided to purchase her first Rottweiler. After years of learning the show ring
procedures and travelling miles to the difference shows she went on to start judging within the breed
and have enjoyed this part very much and a very interesting learning curve to see both sides of
being a judge and exhibitor. She is on a B list for Rottweilers but she also judges Dobermans and
Boxers.

JASON LYNN - AFTERGLOW Jason Lynn has handled, owned and bred American Cockers for
over 15 years. Their achievements include Best in Futurity at American Spaniel Club, Best Bred-by
Exhibitor in Show at American Spaniel Club, and Best in Show at Amencan Spaniel Club. He has
also bred US champions in Golden Retrievers and Keeshonds, and has handled winning dogs in
India and Thailand as well as the UK.

LESLEY COOPER Lesley started showing in 1970 with her first GSD, then had Labradors.
Owned, bred and shown Tibetan Terriers since 1987 and award CCs in them. She also show
husbands PBGVs. Her association with Tibetan Spaniels came when a bitch was purchased for her
daughter Claire as an early Christmas present way back in 1990 and she have lived with them ever
since, although they were Claire's under the Susu affix. She currently owns a male Tibetan Spaniel
in partnership with Claire. Judged the Northern Tibetan Spaniel breed club show in 2006. Currently
on B list with most of the Tibetan Spaniel clubs. As Claire was a keen Junior Handler she has also
taken an interest in Junior/Adult Handling and enjoy judging them.

PATRICIA ENDERSBY - MOWBRAY Our Dachshund judge for this show, is married with two adult
children and five grandchildren. She originates from the Channel Island and then Portsmouth. She
had a long career with horses and had a successful career with them, riding Event Horses and
training. The dogs in her life then were Labradors and the obligatory Jack Russells. Her dedication
to show dogs started with Irish Wolfhounds and very soon in the late 1980's the first Standard Wire
Dachshunds arrived, Successfully shown by her husband and herself, soon she added a Miniature
Smooth, found they are addictive, now has around nine. She started judging early 1990 (with
Border Collies which were also successfully shown, and Ibizan Hounds) and all Dachshunds.
Showing and breeding under the Mowbray Affix. She is dedicated to Dachshunds A committee
member of the Miniature Dachshund Club and belongs to several breed clubs.

KEVAN FORREST - SPOTSWOOD  Kevan first owned a Daimatian in 1990 and started to show
the same year. Whilst his wife Naomi did most of the handling, he became actively involved with
the organisational side of the show world and served on the British Dalmatian Club Committee for a
number of years as Show Manager. At present he is Secretary of Maidenhead & DCS, Treasurer for
the Contest of Champions, a Committee Member of Richmond Championship Dog Show and unti
recently a consultant to the BBC on the Crufts programme. 5

Debbie has had three Dobermann Champions, one of which was a Championship Show Working

Groenendael who was Top Junior BSD 1994 - All Varieties.

She has judged the Working and Pastoral Groups, plus Best in Show, extensively throughout the
UK.

DR MARGARET BAYES - DOCREMA  Margaret is a retired GP and a Relief Coroner and has
lived in Jersey for 35 years. She owned rescue dogs large and small until 1991 she was given a
Boxer and started to show. She has bred 5 generations of Boxers and one puppy is in the Stud
Book and is a Jersey Champion.

Margaret has enjoyed judging since 2003, all breeds at matches, then Boxers and other Working
Breeds at UK open shows. She is on the B list for boxers. She is also looking forward to judging
afghans as it is a breed she has watched many times from ringside.

She is the Registrar for the Kennel Club of Jersey.

MAUREEN BINT - SAMIQUE  Maureen began to show Boxers in 1984 and had her first Pug in
1987 and had a huge amount of success from a little dog she had bought from Alison Mount.

Barti, her pug was getting an old boy now and they ended on the door step of Linda Bissell who
had a litter, and out they came with a little boy called Oink his real name was Pallyn Pigignorant.
Maureen has had a lot of fun showing her pugs and more often than not will be seen in the ring
judging.

MICHAEL GADSBY - AFTERGLOW  Michael Gadsby's "Afterglow" prefix has been associated with
top-winning show dogs for many years in Britain in a vanety of breeds including American Cockers,
Standard Poodies and Petit Basset Griffon Vendeens. He has bred or owned 98 different CC
winners over 75 different champions, 25 different group winners, 10 different BIS winners, CC
winners in 21 breeds, Champions in 16 different breeds, 3 times No1 Top Dog All breeds, 3 times
runner up Top Dog all breeds, and 11 times in the top 10 all breeds.

NIGEL HOLLIDAY - LIONSLORD Nigel is one half of successful Leonberger kennel....Lionsiord
where along with wife Anita, have imported numerous dogs from around the world to help
strengthen the genetic diversity of the breed in the UK. Mainly a show kennels with multiple
International Champions, International BIS winners, European Winners in 2007 and 2008 and more
recently Junior World winning female in 2009.
