
JUDGE'S PROFILE - Mrs Sue Rabey-Wilkoinson (Greatplains) 

I have had sighthounds for the past 35 years. Initially, Salukis and my daughter's 
Whippets. In the last 12 years I have finally been able to have Greyhounds as well. 

This started with my husband Peter's black bitch, Grace, from the RSPCA in Bristol. 
Sadly. we were only able to give her a year and a half of a loving home before a 
serious fall resulted in her being put to sleep. Peter's next Greyhound was an 
ex-racing bitch, Misha. In 1998 we became Club members and bought our first show 
Greyhound, Wenonah Flamenco (Lewis), from Daphne Gilpin. Not too long after that, 
he was joined by Croswolla Velvet Waistcoat (Harry). Both shown with some success 
but both lost tragically young. Boughton Bellimbusto (Smokey) bred by Clare Boggia, 
joined the Salukis and Whippet on our move to Wales. Again it was not to be. He 
picked up an infection that, despite the best care from our Vet, overwhelmed him 
and he was put to sleep. 

That's the bad bit, and a hard start in a new breed. However, with the arrival of 
Mistweave Maple (Lexie) and her brother Mistweave Macioud (Milo), things have 
been considerably brighter on the Greyhound front. They share our home with their 
1/2 brother Mistweave Make a Wish (Roy), 2 Salukis and two Whippets, not to 
mention the Maine Coon cats! The highlight of showing my Greyhounds was 
Mistweave Maple at Greatplains Best in Show at the Greyhound Club Ch. show in 
2005. That was a very good couple of months, as my Maine Coon kitten was 
awarded "Supreme Kitten" at the cat version of Crufts, beating over 250 other kittens 
of all varieties! Where was I? Judging Greyhounds at Southwest Hound in Exeter! 

I had my first Saluki in 1973. Living in the Channel Islands at that time, meant that 
showing and/or breeding was difficult and expensive. I did breed two litters and have 
had two Saluki Champions, Ch. Sedeki Haz and Ch. Asayaad Yimkin from 
Knightellington (a gift to Peter and I from Knightellington Kennels) The latter was half 
desert-bred and only the second Saluki Champion to this day of direct desert 
breeding. I was subsequently urged to start judging. From the late 70's I judged 
Salukis and various hound breeds. I gave my first set of tickets at the Saluki or 
Gazelle Hound Club Championship show in 1987. My Best of Breed that day then 
went on to win the Hound Group at Crufts. Since then I have continued to judge 
Salukis at Championship shows and was honoured to judge at Skolkloster in 1998. I 
have been fortunate to have judged Greyhounds at most Hound Clubs, including the 
Hound Association Open Show. I am very much looking forward to judging at the 
Greyhound Club Open Show in October. 

DEFINITIONS OF CLASSES 
In the following definitions, a Challenge Certificate includes any Show award that counts towards the 

title of Champion under the Rules of any governing body recognised by the Kennel Club. 
Wins at Championship Shows in breed classes where Challenge Certificates are not on offer shall be 

counted as wins at Open Shows. 
In the case of a dog owned in partnership and entered in Members' classes or competing for Members' 

Specials each partner must at the time of entry be a member of the Society. 
In estimating the number of awards won, all wins up to and including the seventh day before the date 

of closing of entries shall be counted when entering for any class i.e. 29th August 2008. 
Wins in Variety classes do not count for entry in Breed classes but when entering for Variety classes, 

wins in both Breed and Variety classes must be counted. 
A first prize does not include a Special Prize of whatever value. 
If an exhibitor reports before the judging of a class or classes that a dog has been entered which is 
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ineligible, the exhibitor may choose one of the following options­
(1) Withdrawal: The dog may be withdrawn from competition subject to the conditions of Regulations 

9(j) and 20. 
(2) Transfer a) If a dog is ineligible for a class or classes as regards its colour, sex, weight or height 

the Show Secretary shall transfer it to the equivalent class or classes for the correct colour, sex, weight or 
height and, in the event of there being no equivalent class, Minor Puppy, Puppy and Junior excepted to the 
Open class for the correct colour, sex, weight or height. 

b) If an exhibit is entered incorrectly in a Minor Puppy Class, Puppy Class or Junior Class, which is 
over age but under 12 calendar months of age, 18 calendar months of age or 24 calendar months of age 
respectively, the Show Secretary shall transfer the exhibit to the Puppy Class, Junior class or Yearling 
Class respectively for the correct colour, sex, weight or height and in the event of there being no Puppy, 
Junior or Yearling Class to the Open Class for the correct colour, sex, weight or height. 

c) For any reason other than the above, the Show Secretary shall transfer it to the Open class for the 
correct colour, sex, weight or height. 
If an exhibit arrives late and misses a class, even if it is the only class in which the dog is entered, the dog 

may not be transferred to any other class. 

puppy For dogs of six and not exceeding twelve calendar months of age on the day of the Show. 
JUNIOR For dogs of six and not exceeding eighteen calendar months of age on the day of the Show. 
YEARLING For dogs of TWELVE and not exceeding twenty four years of age on the first day of the 

Show. 
POST GRADUATE For dogs which have not won a Challenge Certificate or five or more First Prizes 

at Championship Shows in Post Graduate, Minor Limit, Mid Limit, Limit and Open Classes, 
whether restricted or not. 

LIMIT *For dogs which have not become Show Champions under Kennel Club Regulations or under 
the rules of any governing body recognised by the Kennel Club or won 7 or more First Prizes in all 
at Championship Shows in Limit and Open Classes confined to the Brt:ed, whether restricted or not 
at Shows where 'Challenge Certificates were offered for the breed. 

OPEN For all dogs of the breeds for which the class is provided and eligible for entry at the Show.
 
VETERAN For dogs of not less than seven years on the first day of the Show.
 
SPECIAL RACING OR COURSING For all dogs of the breed which have raced or coursed under
 

official rules, the name of the club to be entered on the Entry Form. Dogs entered in this class must 
be registered with the Kennel Club and must be registered with N.G.R.C. or N.C.C. 

BRACE For two exhibits (either sex or mixed) of one breed belonging to the same exhibitor,each 
exhibit having been entered in some class other than Brace or Team. 

NOT FOR COMPETITION Entries will be accepted from dogs of 4 months of age and over. Full 
details must be entered on the entry form and dogs must be K C Registered 

RULES & REGULATIONS 
1. The Show will open at 11.30am 
2.	 Dogs will be received at any time but it is the exhibitor's responsibility to ensure that exhibits are 

available for judging when required. 
3. Judging will commence at 12 noon 
4.	 Exhibits may be removed from the Show after their judging has been completed. The Show closes half 

an hour after all judging has been completed. 
5.	 The use of cooking stoves in the proximity of the tenting and benching areas is forbidden except as 

authorised by the Show Management. 
6.	 Entry Fees: Members £4 for first entry per dog; subsequent entries £1.50 per dog per class. 

Non-Members £4.50 for first entry per dog; subsequent entries £1.75 per dog per class. 
Dogs entered NFC £1.50 each 
Membership Fees: £8.00 single, £12.00 joint, £2.00 Junior. Pre-paid Catalogues @ £1.50 (£2 on day) 

7. There will be no Prize Money paid at this Show. 
8. The Committee reserves to itself the right to refuse entries.
